Congregational Ambassador 

Purpose:
To promote Episcopal Community Services within the congregations of the Diocese of Minnesota, and to assist ECS with its mission of helping the churches help their neighbor.
Duties:

1. Keep the congregation informed.  Tell the story of how ECS helps struggling, low-income families and youth at risk throughout Minnesota and how the church can be involved.
2. Be a channel through which all ECS information is related to the congregation.

3. Keep ECS updated with the names of those interested in volunteering.

4. Provide ECS with a membership directory.

5. Promote the ECS Annual Membership Opportunities, ensuring that such opportunities are featured in the congregation’s bulletin, newsletter, etc.; 
6. Communicate ways in which members, youth groups, women’s groups, outreach committees, etc. can support ECS with their time, talent and treasure.   

7. Communicate individual and group volunteer opportunities such as: Adopt-a-Family, Adopt-a-Holiday, community/parish drives (books, videos, school supplies, hats and gloves), become a family mentor, Ready for Success Personal Shopper, etc. 

8. Ensure that ECS publications and materials are stocked and visible in the congregation’s tract racks. (e.g.: newsletter, annual report, program pamphlets, giving envelopes, etc.)
9. Promote ECS functions and events such as the Fall Gala, Annual Meeting, Open Houses, etc.
10. Be the point person for ECS “press releases,” ensuring that the congregation knows about the latest ECS happenings.
11. Advocate for the congregation to become an official Sponsor of ECS, and to participate in the Annual Membership Campaign.
